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YEARñEND  2011 LAKE REPORT  - LUIS  OLIVEIRA 

Around April last year I wrote a short article for Tiller Tales titled ñKids Sailing Path at Gulfstream 

Sailing Club a Challenge to our Membersò describing my idea on how to proceed with the kids 

program, there were the following bullets highlighting the steps to take to produce a program that in 

my opinion would have a chance to sustain itself and to grow. 

1. Optimist ï ages 8 to 14 

a.  Learn to Sail level I 

b.  Learn to Sail Level II 

c.  Racing program at the Lake 

d.  Racing away with other clubs 

2.  420 ï ages 15 to 18 

a.   Racing program at the Lake 

b.   Racing away with other clubs 

c.   Participation in the high school racing program 

Eighteen months later Iôm happy to report that we are well on our way to implement these ideas, the 

learn to sail level I as been strengthen with more Summer camps and more year round classes, 

which has produced an increased number of kids going through the program. 

The level II class has been changed a bit and combined with the racing program. We now have a 

racing program that includes a practice day on Friday afternoon, which for now is concentrated in 

teaching kids boat handling and maneuvering. Eventually we will move into racing tactics and racing 

rules. 

For item ñdò we are taking turns at going to Coral Ridge Yacht Club to race with Sharon Crockettôs 

kids and they have come to the Lake to do the same. It is not on a set schedule yet, but it is 

happening periodically. Eventually when we feel that our kids are ready we will go to regattas at LYC 

and Miami. 

The 420 program has described under item 2 has not gotten off the ground yet, but thereôs been 

good progress towards it. Thanks to Chris Woolsey we now have five 420ôs that are being put into 

ship shape by Chris, Adeel, Scott Lindars and Claudio Anveres. These 420ôs will also be used, 

starting next summer, for the Wednesday evening beer can races. Our Opti racers are not ready yet 

for the 420ôs, but we will have a program in place for them when they turn 15.     

To me what is significant is the fact that we now have an organization with a number of people  

involved that have made a world of difference, Steve Evens, Andre Kramer and Mike Limuti  have 

done an outstanding job at organizing the kids racing program, getting more people to participate 

and getting the Opti fleet in an awesome condition. We have sold six old boats and bought two 

newer ones in very good shape, we now have a total of 14 quality Optis. 

Also as result of this new energy at the Lake the storage shed has been cleaned up and organized, 

we are not done yet but one can see a definite improvement.
